Sennacherib’s murder brings
Esarhaddon to the throne of
Assyria. He suffers from poor
health, He is mere conciliatory
than his father towards Babylonia,
restoring the temples. This
behaviour continues under his son,
Assurbanipal, who appoints his
own brother to the throne of
Babylonia. Sama3-§umu-ukin
rebels in 652 BC, and not until 648
BC can Assurbanipal restore order.
