The beginning of the text ist broken away. and the preserved text begins at line 1": however. if
the chronological scheme is carried back to its maximum likelv extent, then the cycle would
begin with the first recorded eclipse of LBAT 1413. in month XII of the accession year of
Naha-nasit. in 747 B.C. Lines 28 to 327 are written sideways and probably contain a lunar
eclipse report. Line 32" should be the last line on the tablet unless this section was written in a
double column.
